n June 7 from 10 AM until
2 PM and from 4 PM until
6 PM, the EPA will hold
general open house sessions
at Powderderhorn Park, 3400
15" Ave S. EPA and other local
government representatives
will be available to answer any
questions about the site.

The CMC Heartland Lite Yard

site (plant site) is located on 5
acres at the northwest corner of
the intersection of Hiawatha Ave
and 28th St. Several companies
produced pesticides at the plant
from 1938 to 1968. When arsenic
was discovered at the plant site,
health agencies suspected that
the wind might have blown
contaminated dust into nearby
neighborhoods. Yards were
sampled north and west of the
plant site.

When the Minnesota
Department of Agriculture
(MDA\) conyrmed that arsenic
was present on some properties,
the agency asked for help
from EPA in cleaning up the
contamination. In late 2004, 29
yards in the South Minneapolis
area were cleaned. Additionally
sampling will take place in
Spring 2006 and if additional
high arsenic levels are found, the
yards will be cleaned up.

Safe City Initiative to Tackle
Neighborhood Crime

n February and March of this

year, residents of Corcoran

and our southern sister
neighborhoods of Standish-
Ericcson were robbed at gun
point. Early this May a fatal
shooting occurred very near
Corcoran Park. These instances
of Part 1 crime (homicide,
rape, robbery, burglary, auto
theft, arson and larceny),
though historically rare in our
neighborhoods, repect a citywide
increase in violent crime during
the yrst quarter of 2006.

Escalating crime in the Twin
Cities has been a high proyle
recurring concern since the
homicide wave of 1995 earned
our beloved municipality the
appellation of fiMurderapoliso.
In response, the Minneapolis
Police Department (MPD)
cooperated with various agencies
and corporate partners to
successfully reverse the increase
in violent crime. Unfortunately,
between 2001 and 2005,
budget reductionsd prompted
in a large part by State cuts
to Local Government Aid in
20030 have reduced the number
of Minneapolis police ofycers.
With fewer ofycers, the MPD has
been unable to maintain proven
crime reductions strategies and
programs.

Enter: The Minneapolis Safe
City Initiative, a collaborative
effort involving the MPD;
an impressive list of 13 city,
state, county, and federal
agencies; and corporate and
community partners. The Safe
City Initiative program aims to
reduce homicides, shootings, and
robberies in Minneapolis during
the period between May 1 and
August 31% of 2006. If funding
availability allows, the program
will be continued through the end

of the year. Several high crime
areas across the city have been
targeted for the special attention
of the Safe City Initiative efforts.

Among the organization
and businesses involved are
the Minneapolis Park Police,
Minnesota State Patrol, Hennepin
County Sheriffés Ofyce, Federal
Bureau of Investigation, Drug
Enforcement Administration,
Police Executive Research
Forum, Catholic Charities, and
Central Weed and Seed. The
outside law enforcement agencies
will provide assistance in various
forms including assigning ofycers
to problem areas and tracking,
coordinating information on
gang/narcotics activity, and
making other investigative
resources available to the MPD.
The community and corporate
partners will be providing
alternative activities for youth and
young adults and funding for such
activities, among other things.
Probation ofycers and judges
will consult on strategies dealing
with juvenile crimed particularly
repeat offenders. Additional goals
range from grafyti removal and
community clean-up to public
education on personal safety and
crime prevention.

Robberies and other violent
crime involving juveniles
have increased dramatically
and the incidence of juvenile
repeat offenders has also risen.
Therefore, the Safe City Initiative
has re-established a Juvenile Unit
(the previous Unit fell victim
to the reduced budget) to focus
on more effective management
of criminal activity perpetrated
by juveniles and the manner in
which these cases and individuals
are handled.

The Corcoran neighborhood
is not one of the areas targeted

by the Safe City Initiative. In
fact, the 3 Precinct, in which
Corcoran falls, has one of the
lowest rates of crime increase
in Minneapolis. This does not
mean our crime levels have
not increased in number or in
severity.

Corcoran residents can
assist in retaining our record of
low crime by participating in
neighborhood building activities
and events (see other articles
and front page of this issue!). Or
spend a few moments now and
then picking up trash along your
street and alley.

Finally, show Minneapolis
police ofycers (the great majority
of whom are sincerely dedicated
and courageous individuals)
that you appreciate their efforts
on your behalf. In todayts6
political climate where our
county commissioners and state
legislators put a higher priority
on increasing taxes to subsidize
billionaire businessmen and near-
millionaire gamesmen than on
public safety, public health, or
education, it costs us nothing to
give our police ofycers a smile
and a wave as they patrol our
neighborhood.

If you car or garage is broken
into and you wait a long time for
a squad car to respond to your
911 call, understand that the
ofycer was not hanging out at the
donut shop while you waitedd
dondt waste more of either your or
their time with complaints about
the wait. (You can also call 311
to make a police report!) Report
suspicious or criminal behavior
promptly and as completely as
possible. Leave exterior lights
on after dark. And, above all,
practice common sense safety
and crime prevention habits. Be
careful and be safe.

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Growing Plants
In Corcoran:

Want a naturally beautiful lawn?

0 you think you need to spend eight hours a

day to have that natural lawn that is a beneyt

to Mother Earth? | donét think so, that is
crazy. There are many other things to do in life-
like going to the beach, church, or smiling. Here
are some facts about lawns in the U.S. We spend
$956 million on synthetic fertilizers each year,
and $1.5 billion on pesticides and herbicide. Can
you imagine how much of this we could use for
education, parks, teachers and the environment?
Keep these chemicals out of our rivers and lakes!
This is something we need to get real about.

Growing a natural, low-maintenance lawn is
easier than you think. You can do this without the
lawn taking charge of your life. All you need to
do is have the right type of grass and the right soil
conditions.

Choose the Right Kind of Grass: Most people
choose the wrong type of grass seed for their lawn
sites. In order to get this right, you need to consider:

Climate: Many grass varieties will not tolerate
extreme hot or cold or may not thrive in wet or dry
conditions.

Amount of Sun or Shade: Did you know that
most grasses need full sun to be and stay green?
Remember if your yard receives less than 4 hrs of
full sun, plant a shade grass seed.

Trafyc on your Lawn: If you have an area that is
impossible to grow grass, such as steep slopes, deep
shade, etc. try hardy perennials.

Improve the Soil: Feed the soil. Grass, like

all plants, requires organic matter. You need to
apply a quarter inch layer of compost or good
topsoil and rake it into the turf. This will stimulate
microorganisms and earthworms, which will aerate
the soil. Use a rake or a lawn aerating machine in
the spring. This helps breakup the thatch-a thick
layer on the top of your lawn, which doesnit allow
your grass to take breath.

When to Fertilize your Lawn: The best time to
fertilize cold climate grasses is fall, the second best
time is late spring. Don{t feed the grass during the
summer when the grass is dormant.

Cool Climate Grasses: Kentucky bluegrass,
perennial ryes, and fescues grow best in northern
climates. They are the yrst to grow in early spring
and stay green longer into the fall. Brown is a
beautiful color, but not the one we are looking for!

Many people think grass is a heavy feeder,
but that is not true if the soil is in good condition.
Organic fertilizer is good eating over a long period
of time- it releases nutrients slower. Chemical
fertilizers create fiwimpyo grass that is dependent
on chemicals. Instead use a quarter inch layer of
compost. Compost is a wonder drug for plants.

Mowing and Watering: Keep your grass long,
remember the 2-30 rule. The longer the grass, the
less food resources are used to grow the grass
back. That means the root system has greater food
reserves for future growth. A strong root system
deters weeds and diseases. Keep it long.

When watering, know what type of soil you
have. Sandy soils need more water, while clay soils
need less. Water deep and slowly, 6-80. Shallow
watering leads to shallow roots that rest on the
surface and will not survive hot and dry conditions.
When you decide to water, commit to watering the
whole year or you will stress the grass. If you are
not going to water the whole year, donft water at all.

With this, you will spend less time yghting
weeds, and doing more to improve our environment.
Think thick and green, and save our environment!
Also, spend some time at the beach.

Little Brothers Friends of the Elderly

ittle Brothers is a Corcoran neighborhood

anchor that has been serving isolated seniors

at their 1845 East Lake Street location for
over twenty-yve years. Little Brothers is an
international program with sites in from Chicago
to San Francisco, France, Spain, Canada, Mexico
and Ireland. Director of the Twin Cities, Therese
Cain has been with Little Brothers for the past seven
years. The motto fiFlowers Before Breado supports
the mission that just meeting basic needs of seniors
is not enough; they need small beauties in their lives
like powers to thrive and not just survive. Seniors
get powers on a regular basis to bring some beauty
into their lives.

Little Brothersd home visitation program
reaches out to support isolated seniors. Volunteer
visitors are a major part of the program and make
a commitment to develop an ongoing social
relationship with a senior who has no support.
Visits provide the senior with social contact and
occur twice monthly, or more if the visitor is able.
The Sage program offers home-based mental
health counseling for seniors age 60+ to address
depression, anxiety, grief, and stress.

Little Brothersd dining room looks out onto 18"
Avenue. This is where weekly social activities and
parties occur. The activities include tea parties
with fancy cups and saucers, luncheons, birthday
and holiday parties, a knitting and crochet group,
bingo and their monthly newsletter. Little Brothers
also help seniors with food through their small food
shelf. Donations of food goods are welcome and
needed.

Not unfamiliar to other Corcoran residents,
Little Brothers struggle with the problems of grafyti
and prostitution around the building. Therese
is active in getting outside and discouraging the
loitering. In one incident, she and her volunteer
coordinator Lois, began singing to encourage one of
the women to imove along.0 The activity has been
detrimental to the organization, as Little Brothers
has lost volunteers and seniors who are afraid of
the aggressive activity on the corner. For all of us,
we continue to work for safety on every corner in
our neighborhood-for seniors and all community
members.
